
The Bendigo Library was originally built in 1983. The 

complex had serviced the local community in its two 

storey structure for over 30 years and was a well-known 

complex within Bendigo.

The building had become dated and was poorly 

integrated with the adjoining car park and streets. The 

building required a renovation and upgrade to its facilities.

MGS Architects won the tender for the site’s 

redevelopment, and started the project by working with 

the spatial elements they already had in the existing 

building. The architects took visual cues from nearby 

buildings as well as the current site for design inspiration. 

MGS Architects were required to ensure the heritage of 

the building was somewhat maintained.

The redevelopment included ensuring the new site 

was enticing to the local community and enhanced the 

interplay of light throughout the building. The building 

was to be light filled and inspirational, with the aim of 

encouraging creativity and productivity in the community.
